Safe Winter Play at Alliston Union P.S. 

 
The snow is here and all children enjoy playing in 
the snow during the winter months.  As well as 
being fun, playing in the snow can be filled with 
invigorating exercise.  While we encourage 
students to enjoy snow activities we also need to 
ensure that students are playing safely in the snow.  
Therefore the following rules are in place for all 
students K-8, while playing outside during the 
winter months. 

1. Students may slide down snowbanks but as 
with all activities there are no hands on, 
pushing, shoving and piling on top of each 
other is prohibited. 

2. Students may slide on ice patches one at a 
time on their tummies and bottoms only.  
They may not slide on their feet.  Students 
may not pile on top of each other when 
sliding on the ice patches. 

3. Teachers will monitor student co-operation 
with these rules while on duty. 



Your Child’s Immunization Record! 
 
The Simcoe Muskoka District Health Unit is 
required by law to keep complete immunization 
records on every school-aged child in Simcoe 
County and the District of Muskoka.  
Unfortunately the health unit does not receive 
immunization information directly from doctor’s 
offices; it is the parent’s responsibility to give 
all immunization information to the health unit.  
If your child’s immunization record is not 
complete, you may receive a notice from the 
health unit requesting dates for immunization or 
proof of a valid exemption.  You will also be 
advised that your child may be suspended from 
school if the health unit does not receive this 
information.  Please check to make sure that your 
child’s immunization information is up-to-date 
and that the health unit has a record of it.  If you 
have any questions or concerns, please call Your 
Health Connection at (705) 721-7520 or 1-877-
721-7520.
